	Storyboard/Script
	• Storyboard is complete with sketches for each scene, detailed notes on titles, transitions, special effects, sound, etc. Storyboard reflects outstanding planning and organization and dramatic tone.

• Visuals are creative and colorful and reflect the seriousness of the project.

	• Storyboard is relatively complete with sketches for most scenes, and notes on titles, transitions, special effects, sound, etc. Storyboard reflects  effective planning

• Students video reflects some seriousness and effort. • Exhibits some creativity. 

• Script is mostly complete. It is clear what each actor will say and do. Script is shows planning.
	• Storyboard has significant omissions in scene planning.  There are some sketches, and  notes on titles, transitions, special effects, sound, etc. Storyboard reflects attempts at planning and organization.

• Very little creativity and only one or no visuals. 

• More effort could have been put into the script.

	Research

	• Members consulted the sites suggested by the teacher and at least 3 other reference sources, developed a position based on their sources, and correctly cited their sources.
	• Members consulted the sites suggested by the teacher and at least 2 reference sources, developed a position based on their sources, and correctly cited their sources.
	• Students may have consulted the sites suggested by the teacher 

• Sources are too few, of weak quality or may be incorrectly cited.

	Audio 
	• The team has made every attempt to anticipate and filter out unwanted ambient noise in the recording.
	• Important sounds and dialogue are captured but there may be a few audio glitches.
	
	• Little attention was paid to ensuring quality sound during the shoot.

	Concept/Message
	• Team has a clear picture of what they are trying to achieve. Each member can describe what they are trying to do and generally how his/her work will contribute to the final product.
	• Team has a fairly clear picture of what they are trying to achieve. Each member can describe what they are trying to do overall but has trouble describing how his/her work will contribute to the final product.
	• Team has brainstormed their concept, but no clear focus has emerged for the team. Team members may describe the goals/final product differently.
	• Team has spent little effort on brainstorming and refining a concept. Team members are unclear on the goals and how their contriubtions will help them reach the goal.

	Creativity of Approach Powerful Argument
	• Students create an original, accurate and interesting PSA which is exactly 30 or 60 seconds that accurately and powerfully addresses the issue.
	• Students create an accurate and interesting PSA which is almost exactly 30 or 60 seconds and adequately addresses the issue.
	• Students create an accurate PSA but it does not adequately address the issue.

• Product may not be within 3 seconds of target goal (30 or 60 seconds).
	• The PSA has some serious inaccuracies.
